We received a thank you note from Catholic Parish Outreach for our parish collection of 2,069 pounds of  groceries and  
gifts of $2,040.

Ash Wednesday, March 6, 2019, and Good Friday, April 19, 2019, 
are days of fasting and abstinence. Fridays of Lent are also days of 
abstinence.  
 
Fasting is to be observed by all 18 years of age and older, who have 
not yet celebrated their 59th birthday. On a fast day one full meal is 
allowed. Two other meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be 
taken according to each one’s needs, but together they should not 
equal another full meal. Eating between meals is not permitted, but 
liquids, including milk and juices, are allowed.  
 
Abstinence is observed by all 14 years of age and older. On days of 
abstinence, no meat is allowed. Note that when health or ability to 
work would be seriously affected, Church law does not oblige. When 
in doubt concerning fast and abstinence, the Parish Priest should be 
consulted.  
 
Fasting, almsgiving, and prayer are the three traditional disciplines of 
Lent. The faithful and Catechumens should undertake these practic-
es seriously in a spirit of penance and of preparation for Initiation into 
the Church or the renewal of Baptismal Promises at Easter.

The STMM Columbarium has nearly 100 of the 552 niches reserved.   
Most of them are reserved as doubles so nearly 200 of STMM parish-
ioners have chosen the STMM Columbarium as their final resting 
place.   Depending on the number of attendees funeral masses have 
been held in either the Church or the Chapel.  Inurnments have im-
mediately followed the funeral Mass, allowing the family to gather and 
pay their final respects.    

There are two niches that have been set-aside for youth deaths.  
These are common niches meant to provide families a reverent place 
for their loved ones on either a temporary or permanent basis.  The 
Knights of Columbus are supporting families that experience a youth 
death with their prayers along with an urn at no cost. 
 
A change is up coming on niche pricing effective 1 July 2019.  If you 
know you are interested in a niche within the STMM Columbarium, 
you may want to consider completing the process prior to 1 July 
2019.
