We tend to think that there are moments that change us forever. We might refer to the time when we allowed ourselves to fall in love. 
It could be the day of becoming a parent or being ordained or making a lifelong commitment. But the more we think about those 
events, the more we realize these were, at most, signal moments in a much bigger process. We can discover the seeds of our “new” 
identity appearing years before we had any idea of what they meant. People become parents on the day of the birth or adoption of 
their first child, but they will spend the rest of their days making their parenthood come true through their relationship to their children. 
 
Anyone who has striven over time to remain faithful knows that a commitment expressed in a moment necessarily passes through a 
lifetime of growth and development, of deepening and testing, of becoming ever truer. That is one dimension of what the Christian 
Scriptures present in the variety of Pentecost accounts.
