Here are some specific issues that will need attention -

1. the family of the child to be baptized must be registered members of St Mary Magdalene
2. for a first child, there is a need for a baptism class. This class consists of a meeting with the pastor
which must be scheduled Monday through Thursday, 9am to 4pm
3. a convenient time to plan baptism events is before the child is born
4. about godparents - it is required that at least one godparent is a Catholic who has received the
sacrament of Confirmation.

If the person is not a member of St Mary Magdalene, then a letter of recommendation from his/her
Catholic pastor is required.
